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Late Collection of Children from School.

Children being collected late from school is an increasing problem in Sandwell. It is unfair on the school but it is also unfair on the children being collected late. The children are often very anxious about why they have not been collected. To help with this a new policy has been written by Sandwell and has now been adopted by Langley’s Governing Body. This policy will apply from now on

· It is the parent or carers job to make sure that we have up to date contact numbers for you. We will send you reminders about this but if you change any of the contact numbers please let us know.

· If you are running late please let the school know. In this case we will help on a one off occasion. 

· If someone who is not on the contact list is not going to pick up your child you need to let the school know. This cannot be a child in the school and normally not a person under 18 years of age. 

· No person a member of the senior management team of the school believes to be  under the influence of alcohol or drugs will be allowed to collect a child.

· If a child is not collected at the end of the school day or after a club the person in charge will try to contact someone on one of the contact numbers. If a call goes to an answer machine a message will be left.

· If no contact has been made by the parent or carer by 3.50pm, or 10 minutes after the end of a club, a final phone call will be made. This call will give you 10 minutes to contact the school and warn you that if no contact is made Children’s Social Care will be contacted and a referral made.

· If there is no contact before 4pm or 20 minutes after the end of a club a referral will be made automatically to Children’s Services. If no-one is available at Children’s Services the police will be rung.

· All late collections of children will now be recorded and the reason for late collection asked for. These will be looked at and parents and carers expected to make sure it does not happen again.

I hope that we will not need to use this policy here at Langley. The policy will be used in all Sandwell schools. A copy of the policy is available on the school Gateway, or on request from the School Office.
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
