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Existing Injury Policy


Introduction
At Langley Primary School, our existing injury policy requires parents to inform staff about any pre-existing injuries upon a child's arrival, this will be required by way of completing a form detailing the injury and its cause. This documentation is crucial for staff to have accurate information about a child's condition and to avoid misunderstandings if they later need medical attention for that injury. 
This policy is designed to:
· Ensure that children are safeguarded.
· Record injuries clearly and appropriately.
· Promote communication between parents/carers and the setting.
· Support any necessary child protection procedures

 Procedure When a Child Arrives with an Injury
· Staff should observe and/or be informed of any injury on arrival.
· Ask the parent/carer for a brief explanation of how the injury occurred.
· Complete an Existing Injury Form (or record in an injury log).

 Details Recorded Should Include:
· Child’s name and date
· Description of the injury (location, size, colour if bruising, etc.)
· Explanation provided by parent/carer
· Signature of staff member and parent/carer
· Any actions taken, if relevant (e.g., first aid, advice sought)



 Safeguarding Concerns
· If the explanation raises concern or seems inconsistent:
· Follow the setting’s Safeguarding and Child Protection Policy.
· Inform the Designated Safeguarding Lead (DSL) immediately.
· The DSL may decide to contact Social Services or seek advice from the Local Safeguarding Children Partnership (LSCP).

 Confidentiality
· All records are stored securely.
· Information is shared only with those who need to know in line with GDPR and safeguarding requirements
