	SUMMARY
	
Children are listening to a wide variety of pieces of music each week in assembly. Every half term follows a musical theme i.e. orchestral film music, sea shanties, music from other cultures which reflect the school population. All children participate in class music lessons and Key Stage singing assemblies. Recently we have adopted a new music scheme (Kapow) to support the development of staff knowledge and confidence in teaching music. This provides progression in skills across the school and will also provide an assessment tool.

Singing takes place infrequently in school.

There are opportunities to perform for a small number of pupils. There may be barriers to participation.

Facilitation of one to one and small group tuition is limited or inconsistent.
	Singing and vocal work is frequent, varied and all students are engaged All pupils, including the most disadvantaged and pupils with SEND, have an opportunity to perform regularly. In-school musical events take place at least termly.

The school facilitates one to one and group tuition through Sandwell Music Service. Pupils and families facing the largest barriers are given support to engage in music learning as part of, and beyond, the curriculum.
	Singing and vocal work is embedded into the life of the school and into every child’s experience, drawing on a wide range of high-quality, age-appropriate repertoire and developing musicianship. All staff in the school are able to support singing.

Music performance is a prominent component of school life from an early age; music is performed in assemblies and events such as sports day and open evenings alongside in-school events.

The overall provision is diverse, valuing all musical styles, genres and traditions equally; this is reflected in the clubs and enrichment programme and drawing on the skills, talents and interests of staff and local stakeholders through specialist tuition. A large proportion of students are involved.

Links with Music Hub community events are becoming more apparent (community bands/SIPS singers/Shining Stars/Recital concerts)
	A full, long-term singing strategy is in place that ensures progression for all students.

The school tracks and monitors engagement in enrichment, ensuring that there is a large proportion of students able to engage in music in and out of school.
Provision is targeted, demonstrating wider impact.

Co-curricular music is supported by the school and time is allocated for staff to run these groups successfully

Students are able to take leadership roles in musical opportunities.

The school is actively involved in national, largescale events.

	SUMMARY
	
Children have the opportunity in Year 3 to participate in whole class ukulele lessons which are funded by school. Children from Year 4 to Year 6 are given the opportunity to play either brass, woodwind or string instruments taught by SIPS peripatetic music teachers. These lessons are fully funded by school allowing as wide an access as possible to children from all backgrounds. From Year 4 onwards children are able to join the school choir who participate in Young Voices each year as well as community events. In recent years they have performed at Birmingham Town Hall and Birmingham Symphony Hall

All children who learn an instrument and/or sing in the choir take part in a twice yearly Musical Evening where they perform for parents. Some children take part in SIPS ensembles and now these are free to participate in we are actively encouraging children to join them.
We have been able to establish links with a local dementia club which has allowed children the opportunity to perform for them at various times of the year. 
Over recent years children have had the opportunity to perform at Birmingham Town Hall, Birmingham Symphony Hall and West Bromwich Town Hall along with professional musicians and Sandwell ensemble groups.
School has held the Music Mark award for the last 7 years.
